1. The Automation Committee has made changes to the 2007 NVSL Swim Software Operations. A copy of the document can be found on the NVSL web site in the 2007 Automation Notes folder of the Document Center.

2. The changes were made to reduce the risks associated with the loss of manually entered data during the transition to the new software. 

3. A briefing for the Division Data Coordinators on the document is being scheduled for early in the week of June 17th.

Yourway DOS Swim Application
1. All team should have generated a 2006

Backup, run NEW YEAR and updated their rosters and schedule for the start of 2007.  All data should be entered into this system until the production windows system is available.

2. Version 17.1 will provide USB capability with all external media functions as an alternative to the A Drive.  All Star Cut times will also be included.

 Windows Swim Application:

1. Version 7.3 will be used for the conversion to start the 2007 windows season. 

2.   Future installation instruction will include backing up the database before deleting the existing program.  This will preserve your data and will be used to restore after installation of a new version.
