Automation Notes:

1. Thank you to everyone for the great work on the DOS and Windows systems in spite of the operational issues encountered.  All the DOS meet results were uploaded to the website by Sunday afternoon which is a record for the first meet of the season.

2. The documented problems uncovered through your efforts provided information that will help fix problems and improve the user interfaces.  This is a good time to consider volunteering for participation in a team to test the system during the off-season.  That would reduce the issues that surface during the season.

. Yourway DOS Swim Application:

Some teams had trouble printing meet sheets by converting DOS to windows after doing a windows backup.  The meet sheet at times would only show swimmers through a given event. The issue started in DOS when a prior selection in an event left an extra record and passed it to windows. The solution is to zap the DOS swimmers in the first event that is missing the swimmer selected. Then enter them again in DOS.

.  Windows Swim Application:

1. Teams are encouraged to run parallel A meet systems with the home team running a Windows system to enter times and print ribbon labels without converting. This requires a windows swimmer selection import from the opponent.

2. In doing a parallel process, if the times are incomplete in windows, the DOS seeding reports will be more complete.  Next, the swimmer selections in windows need to reflect what is in DOS.  

3. Remember to do a windows swim backup before a DOS conversion since this function will wipe out the existing database.

4. Under certain conditions the importing of swimmer selections or results updates the individual imported event records with the meet date back dated one day.  V7.4 will address the issue.

5. The swimmer-replace function for an opponent was not finishing due to a data problem.  Version 7.4 will address this problem provided the opponent selections were imported from a windows generated export.

6. The posting of times did not accurately calculate relay points, places, or print ribbons.  Version 7.4 will address this.

7. A draft of the Windows swim software manual is available on the NVSL web site in the Windows Swim folder of the Document Center.
