End-of-season Meets: IM Invitational, Divisionals, Waynewood 
 


Just when you're getting the hang of A meets and B meets . . . and even the relay carnival . . . Here's some explanations of upcoming meets.

As new details become available, I'll add them here.

Divisionals, Waynewood Invitational, IM Invitational 

***************************** 

IM Invitational - Monday, July 23, 2007 (place – Mount Vernon Park) Directions are now in the Directions Folder in the Document Center on the Home page. (They're a little tricky, so it's hard to give a quick summary here! It's across Route 1 -- near Ft. Hunt Road.)

An IM - Individual Medley -- is the event where all four strokes are swum: butterfly, backstroke, breaststroke, and freestyle. The IM Invitational is a meet where only IMs are swum. Swimmers from many different teams compete. Each team sends three swimmers from each age group to the meet. The Coaches will have told the swimmers if they are going. An "alternate" also is entered for each event, in case one of the three swimmers can't make it. Swimmers usually do warm-ups at their home pool around 3pm --- it's a big meet with LOTS of swimmers. It's also a long meet, so officials are usually set up in shifts (first half, second half). The 8&unders do not do an IM -- they swim 25M butterfly. 

Divisionals - Saturday, July 28, 2007

This is the final A meet of the season for our team. All six teams from Division 10 will compete in this meet. Each team sends its two fastest swimmers for each event to the meet. ** Swimmers who are not one of the two fastest may still end up going to divisionals. Swimmers can only be entered in two events . . . some people will not be around -- so, other swimmers will be chosen for divisionals too. *** The coaches will determine the swimmers for Divisionals by Wednesday, July 25. 

IT IS VERY IMPORTANT THAT IF YOU KNOW YOUR CHILD WILL NOT BE AVAILABLE TO SWIM ON JULY 28 YOU TELL THE COACHES IN WRITING BEFORE JULY 25.

 A "seeding meeting" is held (Wednesday evening July 25) to set up the meet and make lane assignments. If there are empty lanes (because a team doesn't send two swimmers for one event), other teams are allowed to send a third swimmer - known as a "bid in." The coaches may ask your swimmer if they're available to be a "bid in." The bid ins are decided at the seeding meeting, so you will know ahead of time if your swimmer is entered in Divisionals. 

Where:  Truro (see directions in the Document Center)

When: Saturday, July 28, 2007 9am 

coaches, reps, arrive 7:30am warm-ups begin at 7:45 (each team will be assigned a time and 3 lanes for their warm-ups)

There also will be a 5-minute warm-up between each stroke, only for those swimming that stroke. 

Duration: longer than the usual A meet (each event has two heats - IMs are included) The meet will be divided in half. Order of events:  Fly, IM, Free, Back, Breast

Officials: Hayfield will be responsible for providing these officials: 3 stroke and turn judges 6 timers (3 for the first half of the meet; 3 for the second half) 2 scorer/recorder (1 for first half; 1 for second half) 2 ribbons/awards (1 for first half; 1 for second half) 2 marshals (1 for first half; 1 for second half) If you can help, please contact Loren.

Waynewood Invitational - Thursday, July 26, 2007 Held at Waynewood Pool, 1027 Dalebrook Dr, Alexandria 22308 (directions in the DOCUMENTS section, in the Directions folder)

Meet starts at 6pm. Teams will be assigned warm-up times.

Several teams participate. Open only to those swimmers who are NOT in Divisionals. Only for ages 12 and under. Each event is run by age (7-year olds swim against 7-year olds; 8-year olds swim against 8-year olds). Swimmers can swim a maximum of two events. Coaches will set up the meet sheet after the seeding meeting for Divisionals. 

IF YOU KNOW YOU CAN'T MAKE IT TO THE MEET, PLEASE LET THE COACHES KNOW IN WRITING. THANKS.

 Officials will be needed. If your child is swimming, please consider helping out. HF must provide the following officials for the meet. Please let Loren know asap what job you want. 4 timers, 2 table workers, 1 clerk of course, 1 assistant referee

Awards: Place ribbons will be awarded to the top six swimmers. A participation ribbon will be awarded to all other swimmers. TEAM AREAS: Team areas will be outside the pool fence next to the lap pool, please look for our Hayfield Seahawks Flag. (From past experience --- if weather's been wet, the team areas at Waynewood are soggy! Bring plastic trash bags to put on ground under your towel.)
