What's this thing called relay carnival?


Everything you've always wanted to know about relay carnival . . . (well, I'll try anyway!)

It's a meet with all 6 teams in our Division. It will be at Shouse Village pool (directions in the Document Center) on Wednesday evening July 11, 2007.

Every event in the meet is a relay. (So, it can be a fun meet with lots of emphasis on teamwork.)

The coaches will put together the meet sheet for the relay carnival the week before the meet.  IF YOU KNOW THAT YOUR SWIMMER WILL NOT BE AVAILABLE on July 11, PLEASE LET COACHES KNOW IN WRITING (see the form in the Document Center). Your swimmers will be notified at practice on Monday and Tuesday, July 9 and 10, what event(s) they are swimming.

The events consist of mixed-age freestyle relays, medley relays and freestyle relays by age group. (In other words, there is a 9-10 medley relay, where each swimmer does a different stroke, and also a 9-10 freestyle relay, where each swimmer does freestyle). Swimmers are allowed to swim in a mixed-age relay and two age-group relays. Generally, the four-five fastest swimmers in each age group will swim in the relay carnival. Teams also specify an alternate swimmer who can substitute for an absent/injured/ill swimmer on the day of the relay carnival.

NVSL's weather policy about relay carnival:

WEATHER NOTES FOR DIVISION MEETS
In the event of a thunderstorm during the meet the following procedures will be implemented:

1. All spectators, swimmers, coaches, and officials will go immediately to their cars. A pool is one of the most dangerous places to be during a thunderstorm so decisions to clear the pool and halt the meet will be made without hesitation. We will take no chances with the lives of our children.

2. Team Reps should report to the pool office with the Pool Manager, Meet Manager, and Referee.

3. We will make a final decision concerning the continuation of the meet. (If we can safely get the meet in after the storm passes, we will do so.) Generally there is a 15-minute wait between the last thunder or lightening strike and the continuation of the meet. This varies from pool to pool due to Pool Management Policy.

4. No one should leave until hearing the official word on the meet’s continuation. You will be informed of any and all official decisions by your Team Rep or by the Meet Manager. Information from other sources may be false.
